Individuals delivering items for exhibit/competition must agree to the
following rules. Special rules may apply and will be outlined under

specific divisions.

1. All competitions will be open to North
Carolina residents unless otherwise
noted.

2. No entry fees will be charged for
competitions. No pre-registration is
required to compete unless otherwise
noted.

3. Fair management reserves the right to
reject any item of fered for entry.
Entries must have been completed
within the last year.

4. Each exhibitis only eligible to compete
in one premium category.

5. Individuals may enter no more than
two items in the same category.

6. The Harnett Regional Agricultural Fair
will only p rovide one £, one 2" and
one 3% place ribbon and premium for
each category in all adult divisions.

7. Fair management will provide
reasonable precautions to protect all
fair entries and displays. The fair will
NOT be responsible for damage under
any circumstance including loss, injury,
theft, damage by fire, rain, lightning
or wind. The fair will provide
reasonable precautions to protect
personal property, but will NOT be
responsible for vehicles or items left in
vehicles.

8. All exhibits, including livesto ck, must
remain on exhibit until time and date
noted under registration information.

9. Exhibitors who remove exhibits,
including educational booths, before
the designated time of release will
forfeit premium money won for the
exhibit.

10. All exhibits must be removed
immediately after designated release
time. The fair will not be responsible
for items/parts of displays left beyond
hours designated for entry release.
Items not claimed within this time
frame will be disposed of by fair
management.

11. Individuals age 19 and over must
compete in the Adult Division. Age is
determined according to ag e on
January 1, 2009.

12. All exhibits involving mechanical parts
must work for the entire Fair to be
eligible for award premiums.

13. Exhibitors must present entry claim tags
when pickinq1 up exhibits on Sunday,
November 8".

14. Decisions pertaining to exhibit placing
made by judges will be final .

15. Fair management reserves the right to
limit the number of entries according to
space limitations.
